
Now Anyone Can Build a Custom Facebook Fan Page 

I finally found a way to build a custom Facebook fan page with zero technical expertise. I built and 

installed this page in just 15 minutes and in this tutorial I’m going to show you how you can get your 

own custom fan page. 

The key is a free tool called PageModo. It represents all the good things about the internet as it is fast, 

simple and auto installs your new page at the click on a button. 

Step 1 – Go to PageModo 

Log in to PageModo, watch the very short video and click the Get Started button. 

 

 

 

Step 2 – Connect with Your Facebook account as it makes it easy to add the application to Facebook 

Step 3 – Pick your Template 



Don’t get stuck trying to pick the perfect template. You can do back and edit your page at any time. If 

you’re new to PageModo you should select a simple template with a few images and some text. If you 

already have great video on file you should select a video template. 

The best real estate pages have a number of nice pictures of your listings and even a neighborhood 

video.  

 

 

I chose a template with space for a large image, but remember that you can change and customize any 

template. 

 

 



Step 4 – Customize your Template 

Now you can add your custom text and images. PageModo has an amazing admin panel that makes this 

process really, really simple and allows you to edit or change any image. 

Make sure you add a link to each image. You can link you text and images back to your website, blog or 

any website. 

One limitation is that each image or text box can only link back to one location. This is the one small 

limitation with PageModo as you can’t add multiple tabs to your image and create a truely interactive 

customized page.  

 

 

 

Step 5 – Play Around with Different Images and Logo Positions 

A nice feature is that you can drag and resize images, center text and really customize the look of the 

page. Play around and get the exact look that you want. 

Step 6 – Create a LIKE banner 

You can skip this step for now as it is a little technical. This was the only time I had to play around with 

graphics to make my own banner that encourages visitors to LIKE my page. 

I created my banner by using SNAGIT, a screen capture tool. SNAGIT is awesome (costs $49.95 with a 30 

day free trial) or you can use a very simple but free tool like JING. 

 



 

 

Basically I found a background that I liked and copied the design using SNAGIT. I then placed the 

background in Power Point and added my logo plus an arrow plus a very common royalty free image 

that I scraped off the internet. 

To make things really easy for you I also made a vanilla copy of the banner that you can copy and save to 

your computer (you can thank me by clicking here to LIKE my page – right now please). 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

It’s not rocket science – which is good news because I’m “graphically challenged”. 

Remember you can skip this step and come back to it later. Don’t get stuck here.

Step 6 – Add Search to your Page (optional) 

I wanted my page to offer search directly from my website so I uploaded an image of my search box. 

You can do the same by capturing an image from your website (using SNAGIT – get it now if you can 

afford it) or you can just copy my image and link it to Owlio using your unique code. Get your code here! 

 

 

 

Step 7 – Select a Payment Plan 

The good news is that you can have one FREE custom page and as you can imagine, the free plan is very 

popular. 

I chose the basic plan as I didn’t want the footer and I need more than one page.

Step 8 – Publish your Page 

This is the best part of PageModo as all you need to do is click the install button and give PageModo 

permission to access your Facebook account. When your page is published you can view your page or do 

more editing. 

 

 

 

Step 9 – View your Page
